1.	Resizing is NOT a good idea.  Because there are textboxes imbedded in the graphics, resizing will make some numbers disappear on the lines.

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Move inequality around on the number line for proper fit.  Then group and resize as needed.  Inequalities are grouped separately from number lines.  Ungroup them to fill in circles and then regroup.
